Generally, a contractor’s license is required for any work or any job which requires a permit. In Kentucky, a permit is required to tap a water line and install a backflow preventer.  In addition, many local jurisdictions have other licensure requirements for specialty contractors.


   Liability insurance and worker’s compensation are also very important when hiring a contractor. In some instances, the homeowner may be responsible for injuries to workers who are not otherwise covered.
